At the 
same Ɵme, entering the month of December 
reminds us that another calendar year will 
soon be behind us.  Quite naturally, we find 
ourselves looking backwards at this Ɵme of 
year, reflecƟng upon the days, weeks, and 
months that we have journeyed through since we last celebrated 
Christ’s birth together. 

 

Once again, this past year has been difficult for many.   With ongo-
ing and developing wars and conflicts around the world, and with 
climate change targets repeatedly being missed, it would under-
standable if our overriding feeling at this Ɵme was one of despair.   
Rising inflaƟon and energy costs that have conƟnued to fuel the 
cost-of living crisis, have only served to compound our feelings of 
despondency.  SomeƟmes it’s difficult to hold onto hope.  Add more 
personal losses and struggles into the mix and it’s easy enough to 
understand why not everyone feels able to celebrate at Christmas-
Ɵme.   

 

And, even if we do sƟll feel able to celebrate, that’s not to say that 
even the most joyous of moments won’t in some way be Ɵnged 
with sadness of one kind or another.  For all of us there will be 
loved ones who have died who’ll we’ll sƟll miss being at our table.  
My guess is that amidst all the sparkling Christmas lights and all the 
joyful sounds of celebraƟon, most of us need to find a place of quiet 
and calm somewhere, to sit with our thoughts and feelings. 
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On the evening of December 10th, we will be holding a Blue Christ-
mas service for the first Ɵme.  It is a service for all of us.   

 

Whatever our overriding thoughts or emoƟons might be at this mo-
ment in Ɵme, this is an opportunity to lay all our feelings before 
God and to reflect gently upon the promise of Christmas.  Please 
join us if you can that, together, we might conƟnue to seek, even if 
tentaƟvely, the light and life, love and peace that this world and all 
its people are so desperately in need of.  Our hope is that this will 
provide a suitable starƟng point and gateway for all our other 
Christmas celebraƟons, rooƟng them as we will, in something 
hearƞelt and real.

David Hardman, Methodist Liaison Office, 
Jerusalem 
 
If the horrific aƩacks on Israel by Hamas 
on October 7th shocked the world, the 
subsequent military response from the 
Israeli government and the resulƟng (and 
ever-rising) death toll has seemingly divid-
ed it. Calls for an immediate end to the 
killing, and protest marches demanding 
jusƟce and peace, have sparked contro-
versy. This age old conflict is one that 
many of us feel ill equipped to talk about, 
yet we will undoubtedly have quesƟons 
that we would like to raise if we could. 

 
The Revd David Hardman is a Methodist minister who served city-centre, 
inner city & suburban congregaƟons in Manchester and London, and 
worked for ChrisƟan Aid as Senior Regional Coordinator in the North 
West, before joining the Joint Public Issues Team as interim Methodist 
Team Leader and Deputy JPIT Team Leader (see hƩps://jpit.uk). 
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In September this year, David leŌ these shores to take up a posiƟon in the 
Methodist Liaison Office in Israel and the Occupied PalesƟnian Territories 
(IOPT). Launched in October 2012, the Methodist Liaison Office, Jerusalem, 
seeks to engage the world Methodist family in Christ’s ministry of peace, 
jusƟce, truth, and mercy among all peoples living in the Holy Land in part-
nership with the PalesƟnian ChrisƟan community. 
 
Due to the escalaƟon of violence in the region, David is currently fulfilling 
his role from the UK but is sƟll very much in touch with local people who 
are living in Israel, the West Bank and Gaza, as well as with organisaƟons 
who conƟnue to work for Human Rights in the region. 
 
We are delighted that David is able to join us on the evening of Wednes-
day 6th December. As well as sharing something of his work with the 
Methodist Liaison Office, and providing a liƩle background to set the cur-
rent outbreak of violence in a wider context, he will bring us personal sto-
ries and images of day to day life under occupaƟon. 
 
Perhaps most importantly, this evening will offer us all a chance to get in-
volved in the conversaƟon and wrestle with quesƟons theological and po-
liƟcal. 
 
Needless to say, we very much hope that you will be able to join us. David 
is keen to engage with those quesƟons that are most pressing for us. It 
would therefore be really helpful if you could submit these in advance via 
paul.Ɵmmis@methodist.org.uk.
